Fitchburg State will freeze undergraduate
tuition and fees for the 2021-22 academic
year, President Lapidus announced this
month.

“Our commitment to keeping costs flat
reflects that dedication to keeping higher
education within reach for students and
families, especially at a time when so
many have been hard-hit by the COVID-
19 pandemic.”

Fitchburg State has long employed strategies to limit fee increases, and it remains among
the most affordable universities in Massachusetts’ public higher education system.
