The university will celebrate
Women's History Month in March
with a series of programs and
talks including a keynote lecture
focusing on the economic case
for LGBT equality.

The university's observances
begin with International Women's
Day at 12:30 p.m. Thursday, in
Hammond Hall main lounge. The
event will include a "herstory"”
discussion circle with
international students from
Albania, Cameroon, Germany,
India, Kenya, Morocco, and
Nigeria, facilitated by students
from Professor Viera Lorencova's
intercultural communication class.

The program is organized by the
university's Communications
Media Department, the Office of
International Education, and the
Women, Gender and Sexuality
Studies program.

The campus will host an open forum for the strategic planning process at 3:30 p.m. Monday,
March 16 in Kent Recital Hall.

The forum will provide an update on the progress of the plan, as well as an opportunity to engage
in conversation about the strategies and ideas that will propel Fitchburg State toward
achievement of its goals. The discussion will also look at how the university's plans goals will
advance the Commonwealth's top statewide priority for higher education: closing "the
achievement gap" by significantly raising the enrollment, attainment and long-term success
outcomes among under-represented student populations.
